
What follows is a transcript of the 9 1-1 call a black male good Samaritan driver made after 

witnessing a  26-year old black man suffering from gunshot wounds collapse in the street in front 

of his car.  A female voice answered the 9 1-1 call.  Later in the call, an unidentified male 

officer(s) voice can be heard through the citizen's cell phone during the 9 1-1 call. 

The entirety of the man's phone call was approximately 3 minutes and 21 seconds. 

9 1-1: [Unintelligible] ...What's the address of your emergency? 

I, I am on Harford Road and Homestead. Uh, somebody just got shot in front of me. 

I'm in the car. I don't know - Whoa, what's going on? 

9 1-1: OK 

Uh, there are police behind me. They pulled somebody over.  But I don't think they know what's 

going on. 

This man is laying in the middle of the street. Harford Road and Homestead. On the corner. 

9 1-1: [Unintelligible]. 

I'm standing right beside him. I don't want to touch him. I don't. I don't want to do anything. 

9 1-1: [Unintelligible]. 

I don't know. I think he's dying. 

Dispatcher: OK. Was he with you? 

No. He was... I'm just driving- along. 

9 1-1: Ok. 

Oh my God. Oh my Lord Jesus. 

There are police behind me, but they're not even paying attention to what's going on. 

9 1-1: Ok. I'm going to send help. What's your name Sir? 

Uh, my name is _____ ____. 

I'm on... like I said. I'm on Harford Road and Homestead 

9 1-1:   - and he got shot. Did you see the people who shot him? 



I did not. I just saw a car, a truck speed off. It was ah, uh a silver truck with tinted windows. 

I don't know what happened. 

9 1-1: Sound of typing.  

I stopped traffic.  Because I ... I don't want nobody to run the man over. 

9 1-1: OK.  He's in the middle of the street? 

He's in the middle of the lane. 

9 1-1: Of the lane? 

Yes. 

9 1-1: And the police don't see you? 

(Voice rising) The police is right behind me.  (Agitated) And I don't understand what's going on. 

[Screaming] 

OOOOhhh. Oh Lord Jesus! They ran over him. 

Ooohh. Ooohh oooh.   Oh my fucking God! 

9 1-1: [Unintelligible] 

Oh my God, yes.  They ran over him. I'm trying to stop these [unintelligible] people. 

Please! Please! 

9 1-1:  OK. Ok -  [Unintelligible] 

The police, The police  is coming. The police is coming. 

9 1-1 Is he awake? 

Oh, my God, no. The car ran over him.  I don't know where his body is right now. 

9 1-1 OK. It's gone? 

[Yelling] Oh my God. Oh my Jesus! I don't know where his body is. 

Unidentified Officer: What's up? 



I don't know. There was a guy. He was laying in the street and somebody just ran him over.  I'm 

on the phone with the ambulance. I'm on the - 

Unidentified Officer: Where's the car?  

I, I - They took off. 

Unidentified Officer: [Unintelligible].. they took off running or - 

No, the car was driving. He's stuck under the truck, uh under the car. 

9 1-1: He's stuck under the car? 

They kept going. 

Unidentified Officer: [Unintelligible] 

Yes, I heard gunfire. I'm on the phone with 9 1-1 right now. I told them police were behind 

me.  I, I.. I tried to get y'all attention. 

9 1-1:  Ok. Is there any -  

Unidentified Officer: [Unintelligible] ... silver truck? 

It was a silver truck. 

9 1-1: So the car that ran over him. Is there, are they gone? 

Yes. The car that just ran over his body is - Just went through the light. I don't know- 

9 1-1: Is the guy under the car or is it still- 

I guess it's under the car. And he kept driving. The police is here. They,  they taking over right 

now. 

9 1-1: Ok. I'm sending help. Stay on the line and I'll tell you- [unintelligible] 

Oh my God. Oh my Jesus. 

9 1-1: The car that ran over him, do you have a description of that? 

I - uh, it was a- uh uh a red - I don't know. It was a red car that- 

Unidentified Officer: [Unintelligible] 

That car. 



9 1-1:  Sound of typing 

Unidentified Officer: [Unintelligible] 

I, I got my truck right there. 'Cause- 

Unidentified Officer: You get the license plate number? 

I didn't. I'm on the phone with 9 1-1. I was in my truck.  And I saw him laying in the street. 

9 1-1: Sound of typing. 

Those are his shhhoes! Oh my JESUS.  Shweew. 

9 1-1: Alright, Sir, Thank you so much for calling. 

Yes, the police are here. They're taking care of it. 

9 1-1: Ok
